...A Reflection from our new Parochial Vicar...

Dear Faithful Parishioners of St. Mary Gate of Heaven,

As I begin my ministry at your parish and a journey with you
in faith, I would like to share with you some aspects of my background
S0 you can get to know me faster. I grew up in Forest Hills, Queens in a
Catholic family as the fifth of seven children, having 4 sisters and 2
brothers. My loving parents, may they rest in peace, did a wonderful job
providing for our needs and raising us to have faith in God and good
values. We were members of Our Lady of Mercy Parish and in addition
to attending the parish grammar school and being an Altar Server, I
participated in the parish’s Scouting and Teen Club programs as well as
worked many jobs around the church over the years.

For high school, I attended Archbishop Molloy, Class of 76,
played intramural sports, sang in the Folk Group, refereed intramural
sports, edited the yearbook and worked retreats at Esopus. For college, I
attended Fordham University in the Bronx, earning Bachelor of Science
degrees in Finance and Computers while being a member of the Alpha
Kappa Psi fraternity. Upon graduation, I worked as an insurance claims
investigator, negotiator and then supervisor. After four years, I left my
job and set off on a round-the-world, 18 month, backpacking adventure
through 29 countries. The highlights included sailing across the Atlantic
Ocean, visiting Taize, standing at the Berlin Wall, spending a night on
top of Mt. Sinai, working a Scout Jamboree in Ireland, living in
Jerusalem for 2 weeks and meeting many wonderful people.

After the trip, I began a five-year program of formation at the
diocesan seminary in Huntington, Long Island to become a priest.

While in the seminary, I accepted an officer’s commission in
the Army Reserve as a Chaplain.

Between parish assignments, I deployed to war zones in
Iraq for two tours and in Afghanistan for six tours. Having recently
reached the Army’s maximum service age, I retired after 34 years of
service with the rank of Colonel.

In my spare time I enjoy visiting parishioners’ homes and
sharing a meal with them, walking, cycling, the beach, snow skiing,
telling stories and with an appetite for adventure, wandering in foreign
countries and hitchhiking. I am very excited to return to parish ministry
now and look forward to sharing many religious and social experiences
with the people of St. Mary Gate of Heaven parish.

Martha offered her home, but Mary chose the better part.

Our Christian life requires us to be men and women of faith.
Faith is expressed in contemplation and action, so our faith requires us to
strive, to live both experiences of reflection and action in our being
Christians. The gospel of this Sixteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time helps
us to see the contrasting experiences of Martha and Mary, friends of
Jesus whose home he frequently frequented. Marta is the model of the
action, the evangelizing work, the model of order, cleanliness, and
service. Mary is the model of contemplation, spirituality, and relationship
with God. Our life of faith must seek to combine both experiences. To
offer something to others like Martha, in our missionary life, in our
apostolic life, in our life of service, in our life of witness, first, we must
be filled with that something. That’s why Mary invites us to
contemplation, invites us to sit and watch Jesus, and invites us to listen to
Jesus. First, we should have to learn from Him by being with Him. The
Gospel of Mark tells us that when Jesus called his disciples, He called
them to be with Him, to learn from him, to live with him, and be like
him. After they become men of God, men of Jesus, He sent them to share
what they have learned with him.

The invitation to be like Mary is an invitation to live the
spiritual experiences offered to us by our faith, by our Catholic Church.
First is a sacramental life. The sacrament is the meeting place for
contemplation of divine grace. Each sacrament is an invitation to receive
Him, to receive Jesus. Above all, the Eucharist and Reconciliation are
invitations to be in constant communion with Him, receiving Him
constantly. For that reason, we are continually invited by our church to
live these two sacraments assiduously. Another moment of this spiritual
experience is prayer itself. We should find spaces and specific times to
communicate with Him and be able to set other secondary things aside to
relate with Him. Jesus himself gives us an example. The Gospels tell us
that in different moments Jesus sought spaces to be alone with God His
Father. If we want to persevere in our faith life, we should have concrete
moments and spaces for Him. The reading of the Holy Scriptures as
spiritual reading is another experience to be in contemplation. Also,
participation in spiritual retreats, spiritual conferences, and moments of
communal prayer, would help us to be like Mary, a woman of reflection.

Our Church also offers spaces of experiences of apostolate,
service, of generous dedication that make us be like Martha, the woman
of action. Our Church is rich in these opportunities. We just should give
ourselves the time to share with others what Jesus gives us in those
encounters with Him. Whatever God gives us is not for ourselves. It is to
be shared. It is to be communicated to others. Therefore, my brothers and
sisters, I invite you to be, like Mary, men and women of contemplation,
and Martha, men and women of action.

May God bless us all.

capaces de compartir esa experiencia con los demas. Nuestra Iglesia es
rica en estas oportunidades, solo debemos darnos el tiempo para
compartir con los demas aquello que Jesis nos da en esos encuentros con
El. Todo lo que Dios nos da no es para guardarselo, es para compartirse,
es para comunicarse. Por ello mis hermanos y hermanas les invito a ser
Marias, para también poder ser Martas, les invito a ser contemplativos y
activos al mismo tiempo, les invito a contemplar a Jests, pero también a
compartir a ese Jesus.
