...and so much more! Here's what we have planned:
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You cannot serve God and riches.

God does not want our leftovers. He does not want us to give what
is not valuable. God wants everything we are and everything we have. That is
the primary message of this Twenty-Fifth Sunday in Ordinary Time. At the
end of his message in today’s gospel, Jesus says, “No one can serve two
masters. Either you will hate the one and love the other, or you will be
devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and
money.” In our daily life of faith, we cannot bless God and curse our brother
with the same mouth. We also can’t desire to live a spiritual life and live
according to the world’s values. We cannot be in the Church and support
abortion. We cannot say we love God and hate our neighbor because, as St.
John the Evangelist tells us, we would be liars. My brothers and sisters, the
gospel of this Sunday invites us to be serious in our profession of faith. In
living our Catholic doctrine, we cannot be living two contrary things, as Jesus
indicates in today’s gospel. We cannot serve God and serve “money.” So we
must thoroughly reflect on where our heart is: on Jesus and everything He
asks of us or on worldly things. Where is our trust: in Jesus or material
goods? Where do you place the reason for our human value on God or the
accumulation of goods?

Our faith requires us to give everything to God, to Jesus, under the
guidance of the Holy Spirit. By giving everything to Him, we will also get
everything. Remember what Jesus told Peter, “Everyone who has left houses
or brothers or sisters or father or mother or wife or children or fields for my
sake will receive a hundred times as much and will inherit eternal life.” So, to
serve Jesus, love Him, and hope in Him is what Jesus demands of us in
today’s gospel. Do not put our hearts on material things because, otherwise,
we will have our hearts divided. We cannot have a divided heart between
material things, superficial things, worldly values , and the things of God
because we will focus our attention on some and despise others. Jesus insists
we cannot serve God and mammon. This is precisely why I insist we cannot
say that we are Catholics and supposedly practice our faith only in acts of
righteousness, following the rules in external commitments, while rejecting
Jesus’ teachings and rejecting and not accepting the teachings of the Church.
We cannot celebrate the Eucharist having hatred and resentment towards
others. We cannot commit ourselves to help others in the growth of their faith
and the development of grace if we do not have it.

Jesus is evident and very demanding. Through the example of the
shrewd manager in the gospel, who is very smart in worldly things and able
to solve problems well, Jesus is inviting us to be smart and intelligent in the
things of God. When Jesus says that we cannot serve God and mammon, His
invitation and proposal are clear. He wants and asks us to help God and be
wise in God’s things, being men and women of light. This service is done
when we put God first, when we allow Him to be the one who moves our
lives, the reason for our being and existence, the one enlightening and guiding
us. My brothers and sisters, let us listen to Jesus, who invites us to serve him,
allow Him to be in us, and serve only Him.

Dios no quiere nuestras sobras, no quiere que le demos lo menos
valioso de nosotros mismos, Dios lo quiere todo, todo lo que somos y
tenemos, quiere lo mejor de nosotros mismos. Ese es el mensaje
fundamental de este XXV Domingo del Tiempo Ordinario. Al final del
mismo Jesus dice, “Ningtin siervo puede servir a dos seflores, pues odiara a
uno y amara al otro o serd fiel a uno y despreciard al otro. No pueden servir
a Dios y al dinero”. Es evidente que en nuestra vida de fe, no podemos con
la misma boca bendecir a Dios y maldecir al hermano. Y desear las cosas
espirituales y vivir segin los valores del mundo. No podemos estar en la
Iglesia y apoyar el aborto, no podemos decir que amamos a Dios y odiar al
préjimo, porque como nos dice San Juan Evangelista, seriamos unos
mentirosos. Mis hermanas y mis hermanos, el evangelio de este domingo
nos invita a ser serios en nuestra profesion de fe, en la vivencia de nuestra
doctrina catdlica, y no podemos estar viviendo dos cosas que son
contrapuestas, que son contrarias, como Jestis mismo nos lo indica servir a
Dios y servir al dinero. Por ello tenemos que reflexionar muy bien, donde
estd puesto nuestro corazon, en Jests o en los hombres, donde esta puesta
nuestra confianza en Jesds en los bienes materiales, donde esta puesta
nuestra razén de ser, en lo que tenemos, cosas materiales que podemos
contar, acumular, poseer, o en lo que no tenemos y aun asi reconocemos la
grandeza de ser hijos e hijas de Dios.

Por ello
mismo les insisto no podemos decir que somos catdlicos y supuestamente
practicar nuestra fe solo en los actos de piedad, en el cumplimiento de lo
mandado, en compromisos externos y rechazar las ensefianzas de Jesus,
rechazar y no aceptar las ensefianzas de la Iglesia. No podemos estar
celebrando la Eucaristia teniendo odios y resentimientos hacia el prdjimo.
No podemos comprometernos a ayudar a otros en el crecimiento de su fe,
en el desarrollo de la gracia, si nosotros no la tenemos, no podemos ser
padrinos, que es un llamado de vivir en estado de gracia y no recibir los
sacramentos, esto es algo contradictorio.

Jesus es muy claro y muy exigente, y a través del administrador
astuto del evangelio, que fue muy inteligente en las cosas del mundo, y
respondi6 y resolvié bien sus problemas, nos invita también a ser astutos e
inteligentes en las cosas de Dios.
